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My latest, just published book, A 
Century of Big Bands (Connor 
Court Publishing) is the 
culmination of a lifetime’s 
enthusiasm for jazz and big band 
music. Over previous decades I’ve 
written books on Australian 
politics, changes in the Catholic 
Church and biographies of 
Archbishop Daniel Mannix. 

I’m originally from Sydney, 
growing up in the suburb of 
Watsons Bay during World War II. 
My father was an army officer and 
was posted to England during the 
height of the Blitz to learn about 
radar for the Australian Army. He 
later served in New Guinea. My 
mum was a former nurse from Brisbane and had to mind 
the home and kids during my father’s prolonged absences. 

After World War II our family (including my two younger 
sisters) relocated to Melbourne where dad worked at 
Victoria Barracks. I attended St Kevin’s College, Toorak, 
from grade 4, for a couple of years before dad was posted 
to England again, this time with the whole family. My 
sisters and I attended boarding schools in St Albans, 
Hertfordshire. 

Back in Australia, and Melbourne, in the early 1950s, I 
returned to St Kevin’s for the rest of my schooling while my 
father bought an acre block with weatherboard house on 
the outskirts of the city. At the time, in our teens, my 
classmates and I discovered jazz and the big bands (before 
the onset of Elvis and rock ‘n roll).  

I had ambitions of being a disc jockey after finishing school 
and ended up in the program department of Radio 3KZ, 
located in the Trades Hall, Lygon Street. While there, I was 
required to do National Service in the Army Signals Corps. 
Then, in a sudden change of direction, I spent a year at 
Corpus Christi College, Werribee, training for the Catholic 
priesthood before deciding this vocation wasn’t for me. 

After a stint as an unskilled builder’s labourer, I somehow 
stumbled into secondary school teaching, requiring some 
part-time teacher training, after which I undertook part-
time degree courses at Melbourne and Monash 
Universities, ending up with an Arts Degree and a Master 
of Education after fifteen years (all this while I taught full-
time). 

In 1968, I married Patricia (Pat) Campbell, my wife of fifty-
five years, who had trained in nursing and midwifery at St 
Vincent’s Hospital in Melbourne and was then nursing at 
the Werribee Hospital. We settled in East Burwood on a 

section of my father’s acre block 
where I had previously had a 
house built. There we raised our 
four sons, Pat having sacrificed her 
promising nursing career for home 
duties. In those days of affordable 
housing, it was possible for a six-
member family to survive on a 
single income. 

My secondary teaching career at 
Catholic boys’ colleges in Pascoe 
Vale, Ringwood and East St Kilda, 
continued into the 1970s when I 
moved into teacher education at 
Mercy College, Ascot Vale.  

In 1978, for assorted reasons, Pat 
and I decided on a move to the 
bush. Fortunately, I was able to 

obtain a lecturing position at Aquinas College, Ballarat, 
enabling our family to relocate. 

Pat had spotted a Broomfield property advertised in The 
Age, and after inspection, we decided it was perfect for us.  

With our Melbourne house eventually sold, we moved 
with all our belongings to a large shed that had been put 
up on the seventeen acre Broomfield property. There, with 
our young sons, aged from two to nine, we resided as our 
new home was constructed over coming months.  

I continued lecturing at Aquinas and supervising student 
teachers in the Ballarat and Bendigo areas for the next ten 
years. At the same time, Pat was becoming increasingly 
involved in local tennis, firstly at the parish and then Mt 
Prospect levels. Eventually, she would become 
Administrator of Victorian Country Tennis, aided by her 
friend and colleague, Carol Pearce, organising the annual 
Country Week with 1,500 participants, as well as assorted 
tournaments and coaching sessions. This sterling work 
later won her and Carol awards from Tennis Victoria. 

In 1989, I was headhunted by B A (Bob) Santamaria of the 
National Civic Council to be editor of his new religious 
monthly, AD2000. I worked there until 2013, commuting 
from Broomfield to and from the NCC offices in North 
Melbourne and later North Balwyn. 

Now in retirement, I’ve kept fit and healthy with bush 
walks and working around our property.  

It’s almost twenty years since my previous book and, 
rather late in the day, I was persuaded to put my lifetime’s 
big band experiences and enthusiasms into print – hence A 
Century of Big Bands.

May 2, 1924

May 6, 1924

May 9, 1924 

The election of a member of the Creswick Shire Council, 
for the south riding, made necessary through the 
resignation of Cr. John Leishman after over 57 years 
service, is to be held on Monday 26th May. Nominations 
must be lodged not later than 4 p.m. on Wednesday, 14th 
inst. Mr. Alf T. Leishman intends seeing election to the seat 
previously held by his father, and so far no opposition to 
him has been announced.  

May 16, 1924 

Sir Alexander Peacock will this (Friday) evening, in the 
Creswick town hall, be accorded a complimentary social in 
honor of his accession to the State Premiership for the 
third time.

May 23, 1924

inst., to wind up the season of the Ullina District Cricket 
Association. The hall had been neatly decorated by the 
lady supporters of the Ullina Club, and the dancing floor 
was in excellent order.  

May 27, 1924 

The Dean Male Mugs’ Concert Party proved so successful, 
both socially and financially, in their efforts of last year, 
that the young folk of the district decided to initiate 
something of a similar nature to raise funds for the hall 
and cricket club. The result of their energies will be 
presented to the public on Friday, 13th June, and will be 
something unique, which should prove an agreeable 
surprise to those who are acquainted with the latest talent 
among the Dean youth 

.May 30, 1924 

The Creswick Pictures will not be shown tomorrow 
(Saturday) night, but will be on Monday night next. The 
reason for the postponement is that the town hall will be 
occupied, the Premier (Sir A. J. Peacock), giving the policy 
speech of the State Government.
