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The Creswick Bowling Club was formed on 3 March 
1875 and on Saturday, 15 January 1876, the first green 
was open for play. Games were played against 
Clunes, Ballarat, Buninyong and Central. In 1882 
games were played at Learmonth and in 1883 the 
Ballarat and District Bowls Association was formed. 
The club has transformed through the years, 
overcoming several interruptions. On 8 December 
1933, just one month after the opening of the club 
season, disaster struck when the worst flood in 
Creswick’s history engulfed the town.  
History repeated itself in 2012 with flooding at the old 
Victoria Street site. This eventually required the club 
to relocate to the Doug Lindsay Recreation Reserve, 
only to be destroyed by flooding again in 2020.  Taking 
two years to be re-established with a totally new 
green, the club now has a green that is admired by 
many visitors who come to play against Creswick and 
is confident that the works undertaken will stand 
intact for years to come. 
The 150th Celebration Committee was formed and invitations 
were sent out to all of the club’s past and present players 
and their partners to come along and be a part of this 
historical occasion. A lunch is organised for 23 February with 
special guests when some of the most decorated members 
will be recognised with induction into the club’s inaugural 
Hall of Fame. 
Both Pennant Divisions are back playing the remaining 
matches for this season with a full contingent of players to 
choose from after a disjointed start. 
Division 4 Midweek Pennant side had a good win on 14 
January, while Division 1 lost to Central Wendouree. 
Weekend pennant commenced on 18 January and, 
hopefully, the club can experience some success with the 

welcome return of Gerry Flapper who missed the early 
rounds. 
The Ladies’ and Men’s Club Championships are underway, 
and the finals will be concluded shortly. 
Following a very successful Christmas break-up with over 96 
people attending and enjoying the night’s activities, the club 
has recommenced Friday night dinners with some good 
numbers turning up.

Companion and Farm Animals 

What was in the paddock during December and January 
at the Kingston turnoff? A paddock of stooks of oaten 
hay, cut into sheaves with a binder.  What is a binder?  A 
very old piece of farm equipment used to cut and tie 
sheaf hay.  This is a method of cutting hay which was 
used for many years but very seldom seen nowadays.  
The stacking of sheaf hay was a real skill as  some stacks 
could be as big as 150 tons. 
 
The purpose of sheaf hay was to be cut into chaff which 
was used to feed horses and cattle.  Years ago nearly 
every farm in the district had multiple stacks of hay used 
to feed the working farm horses or for sale to the chaff 
mills.  Chaff mills existed at Newlyn, two at Kingston and 
Learmonth and one at Smith’s Rocklyn.  At that time the 
growing of sheaf hay was important to the economic life 
of the district. 

The chaff mills were sited alongside the railway line for 
transporting the chaff all over the state. Eventually road 
transport took over the distribution to Melbourne and other 
places.  The Newlyn mill supplied produce stores throughout 
the state and in the days of the horse and cart delivering milk 
to households, this chaff was an important source of feed 

for the horses.  Deliveries were also made as far away 
as Brisbane, Adelaide and Sydney.  
 
Around the 1970s the stacking of sheaf hay on farms 
gradually ceased and the hay was transported and 
stored at the local mills at harvest time.  This continued 
until the closure of Tyners Mill at Newlyn in 1994 while 
the other mills at Kingston had ceased many years 
earlier. 
The loads of sheaves moving along the roads to the 
mills were a sight to be seen.   
 
Local, David Preston, remembers, ‘My job from eight 
years old was to drive a truck from stook to stook while 
men using pitch forks pitched the sheaves to the 
loader’.  Later years saw a loader made to pick up one 
stook at a time and deliver it to the truck,  this saved 

many litres of sweat.  The mill at Newlyn operated for over 
100 years, at times working 24 hours a day.

Entertainment and its importance 
 

Imagine living without electricity, no television, no movies, 
and no computer games.  Or worse, no cars!  And in a home 
that was just a tent or crude wooden hut. 
As always, some form of relaxation was needed in the gold 
fields – sitting around a campfire, playing a mouth organ or 
concertina, or sharing time and stories with friends – but 
hotels provided the main source of entertainment.  The 
biggest hotels usually had a large room where international 
performers came to entertain. Davies’ Bridge Hotel had a 
Skittles Alley; the American Hotel advertised (1859)  ‘A great 
treat for the Admirers of Song and Music, featuring A. 
Mantegani – pianist’.  Admission Free – no doubt the sale of 
drinks helped to pay for it.  Rosekillys ‘British’ Hotel offered 
grand entertainment at its Lyceum theatre, admission 1/-, or 
2/- for a reserved seat.  Leith’s Royal Australian Circus came 
to town; The Miners’ Right Hotel had Cornish and Welsh 
wrestling. 
Then there was the annual Masonic Ball in Anthony’s 
American Hotel where, for two guineas, a gentleman could 
escort two ladies; the Commercial Club held balls at the 
British to let ladies attend, but the Municipal dinner was for 
men only. The Creswick Amateur Serenaders entertained in 
the Lyceum Theatre to raise funds for the Mechanics’ Institute 
and at the Boxing Day Sports there were all male events - 
running, sack races, wheelbarrow races, climbing the greasy  
 

 
 

pole, rifle shooting and a smoking match!   … 
Creswick also produced its own entertainment.  The German 
community had a brass band; and there was a Literary 
Society, Drama Club, colourful Chinese entertainment and 
outstanding street parades. A Choral Society, Shakespeare 
Company, orchestra and brass bands were also soon on the 
scene. 
Local performances, Church choirs and Sunday-school 
Concerts gave children and adults chances to strut the stage, 
but it wasn’t ladylike for females to be in the theatre or on 
stage.  They could sing ballads and arias, play the piano or 
violin, but never brass or percussion and vaudeville was 
absolutely taboo.  In their day, young members of the Lindsay 
family were well represented in all things theatrical.  In 1873 a 
group called ‘The Snowflakes’ was born.  This was to become  
the very popular ‘Creswick Minstrels’. 
The 1890s Bank collapse halted many entertainment 
activities, although concerts were held to raise funds to 
support families suffering extreme hardship. For example a 
Creswick A.N.A. Concert in February 1900, to assist Mr J. Ellis 
and family, where the Creswick Minstrels, a group from the 
Blue Star and Jubilee Companies, made their debut in the 
Town Hall and the Jubilee Brass Band entertained outside. 
And what a great night it was.  The Minstrels went on to 
regularly perform their popular vaudeville style to raise money 
to support the hospital and local charities.

100 Years Ago   
Compiled by Creswick Museum 

February 3, 1925 
Rocky Lead - A very successful cretonne and ziff ball, in aid of 
the building fund of St. Joseph’s Church, Blampied, was held 
in Rocky Lead hall on Friday, 23rd ult. Much interest had been 
created by the novelty, and there was a large attendance from 
all parts of the district. Of variety in dress there was 
abundance; and the many varied colors of the ladies’ 
costumes in cretonne gave a picturesque appearance, while 
the varied “ziffs” worn by the males added a pleasing and, in 
some cases, a comical aspect to the whole.  
 
February 6, 1925 
Smeaton - Under the auspices of the Smeaton Tennis Club, a 
grand jazz ball will be held in the Mechanics’ hall on Thursday 
evening, 12th inst. The famous Red and Black orchestra has 
been engaged, refreshments will be supplied by the ladies, 
and the floor is in first class order. The price of tickets is fixed 
at 4/-, with 1/- for extra lady. 
 
February 10, 1925 
A complaint that two properties on the highest levels at Camp 
Hill had on Wednesday last been without water led to a visit 
to that locality on Thursday by Constable Montgomery, as 
water inspector. It is not generally known that the water was 
laid on to some of these properties on the higher levels on the 
distinct understanding that at times they would not be able to 
get water, the applicants expressed themselves as satisfied 
to get water when they could.  
 
February 13, 1925 
Professor Fenton, the champion horse tamer, will give an 
exhibition of horse taming and education by humane 
methods at Creswick on Saturday (tomorrow) night. The sum 
of £20 will be given to anyone who can bring a horse along 
that cannot be successfully handled. The exhibition is an 
education for old and young.  

February 17, 1925 
It has been decided to hold the woodcarters’ day for the 
Creswick District Hospital on Saturday next. As is well known, 
the cutters have cut up about 70 cords of firewood in the No. 
2 plantation, and the carters will do their part by removing it 
to the hospital grounds. The wood is stacked, and access can 
be obtained to it through the second railway gates on the Bald 
Hills road. All woodcarters, those with suitable vehicles, and 
other who can give aid in any way are invited to take part in 
the work.  
 
February 20, 1925  
Dean - Miss Gwen Evans, of Yallourn, and latterly of the 
Teachers’ College, Melbourne, has taken up duty as assistant 
at the Dean Higher Elementary School.  
 
February 24, 1925 
A memorial window to the soldiers who fell in the Great War is 
to be erected in St. John’s Church of England, Creswick. It will 
be unveiled at a service to be held on Anzac Day – Saturday, 
25th April, which it is hoped will be conducted by the Vicar-
General of the diocese (Dean Tucker). The mother of a former 
church member who lost his life at the landing at Gallipoli is 
to be asked to perform the unveiling ceremony.  
 
February 27, 1925 
Presentation Convent, Creswick. 
Pupils prepared for examinations in: Music, Singing, Voice 
production, violin and piano, harmony and theory, drawing 
and painting, plain and fancy needlework.

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It was a serendipitous moment when 
Ballarat Grammar School teacher Melita 
Shillington decided to go to Creswick’s 
Park Lake bonfire night in November last 
year. There she met members from 
Friends of Park Lake who were looking for 
help and in return she was looking for 
community service projects for her year 9 
students. 
A bond was formed and soon members of 
Ballarat Grammar School’s Farm Busters 
were coming out to Creswick on a weekly 
basis to assist with maintenance at Park 
Lake. But, with 17 energetic and strong 
students this quickly developed into a 
more meaningful project – the 
development of a labyrinth, constructed 
from local quartz. 
Work that would have taken the more 
mature members of Friends of Park Lake 
quite some time, was quickly 
accomplished with strong, helping hands 
lifting rocks off the trailer and being placed 
in the distinctive pattern of a labyrinth, chosen as it is a 
centuries old tool used for walking meditation. Its path winds 
from the outer edge in a gentle circle to the centre.  
Melita Shillington said that the students really looked forward 
to their weekly excursions out to Creswick. These expeditions 
had an effect on more than just the students as Gary, the 
school bus driver, was so moved by what has been developed 
and is anticipated to be achieved at Park Lake, he has 
become a member of Friends of Park Lake. ‘The students 
were really surprised and chuffed at what they have achieved 
and all said that if they had the opportunity, they would come 

again’, Melita said. 
Andrew Bell, a member of Friends of Park Lake, said that he 
hoped that this year another group of Farm Busters would 
come to help plant the fernery. ‘We have a range of tasks and 
young hands make light work! Even though the labyrinth is not 
finished it is already being used by parents with their small 
children. This is exactly what we hoped would happen. We are 
thrilled with the results.’
