Rescue Thanks From a
Visitor to Creswick

| am a seventy-nine year-old grandmother. Recently
while enjoying a stay in Creswick, | had the misfortune
to impale my hand on a metal ring, a connecting part
of a stair post which tethered me to the rail at the top
of the first flight. My friend’s efforts to cut the ring
with ordinary pliers failed. Each attempt was very
painful. We called 000.

Very soon, three CFA members arrived. They quickly
assessed the situation. With the appropriate cutters,
and one final ouch, the metal ring was snipped. | was
free. Half the ring was on the floor, the other half
embedded in my hand. Within a few minutes two
ambulance officers were checking my medical history,
taking my blood pressure before the piece of ring was
removed, the wound examined, cleaned and
bandaged. The SES came to check all was well and
apparently the police were informed there was no
need for their attendance.

The purpose of relating this experience, is to
acknowledge those responders. The CFA members
and ambos were so thorough, thoughtful, efficient,
kind and friendly. | believe they are service members
from your beautiful local area. | extend grateful
thanks and appreciation for the caring attention each
of them provided. How fortunate a community!

Mark Spenceley

30/10/1959 - 24/3/2019

For Services to Sport, Aged Care, Creswick Fire Brigade and the Community

Mark Spenceley, second son of Douglas Paul Spenceley
and Mary Betty, nee Ridgewell, was born on 30 October,
1959 in Brixworth, Northampton, UK. The Spenceley
family took advantage of the £10 GBP Assisted Migration
Scheme, travelling on the TV Fairsky and arriving in
Australia on 5 January, 1963. His early education from
1966 to 1969 was at Creswick Primary School. The family
briefly returned to England in 1969 and Mark continued
his education at the New Romney Primary School in Kent.

Returning to Creswick in October, 1970 Mark resumed his
education at Creswick Primary School for a further year
then enrolled at Ballarat East High School, remaining
there until 1975. Mark was a long serving member of the
North  Creswick Primary School
Committee, always available for
working bees and school sports days.
In 1980 Mark married Kerrie Neil and
the couple had three children; Erin,
Gemma and Tynan, and nine
grandchildren.

The John Curtin Memorial Hostel was
formed in 1983. The Committee
members were very pleased to have
a young man like Mark join the
Committee in 1985, at the ripe old
age of twenty-six. With his working
background in finance, he was
appointed to the Finance Committee
in 1986 and was a dedicated member
until, due to employment as a shift
worker, he did not seek re-election in
1994. The Committee of Management presented Mark
with a certificate in November 1995 in recognition of his
service to the Hostel.

All through his working life in finance, sales, nursing and
planning, the one occupation that he really enjoyed was
his employment with the Country Fire Authority Region
15 staff. Joining in 2001 as a wildfire instructor he
remained with the Authority up to his untimely death in
2019. Mark joined the Creswick Fire Brigade in February
1982 and during his thirty-seven years he held the
following positions:

Apparatus Officer 1991 - 1992
3" Lieutenant 1992 — 1993
1% Lieutenant 1993 — 1999
Captain - 1999 - 2009
Secretary 2015 -2017
2" Lieutenant and Training Officer 2017 - 2019
Creswick Group Delegate 2005 - 2011

Delegate to Volunteer Victoria

2011 -2019
During his time as Captain, he was the driving force
behind the purchase of the Creswick Water Board
buildings, later to become the fire station in 2005.

Fire Brigades

Mark was very innovative in his approach to training
members of the Brigade. He instigated training for
volunteer drivers and played an instrumental role in the
development and delivery of leadership activities both in
Creswick and Region 15. He introduced the Fireline
Leadership Program from the USA, a world class program
which he delivered, training people in Victoria, interstate
and in the USA.

He was trained and qualified as a
Strike Team Leader, Sector and
Divisional Commander. He monitored
members coming through the ranks,
both  within  Creswick Brigade,
Creswick Group and district. Mark
had a commitment towards the
sporting events of the Volunteer Fire
Brigades Board, and was a very active
member of the Creswick Brigade
running team, who won the State C
Class Championships at Bendigo in
1985 and B Class in Mildura in 1994.

With regard to the CFA, he was the
‘go-to’ man for advice and training.
Mark’s dedication to the Fire Brigade,
serving the citizens of Creswick
District and their properties, was
rewarded with the following awards:

CFA Service Medals 20, 25, 30 and 35 years

Life Membership of CFA 2012
National Medal August 30, 1999
National Medal 1* Clasp July 10, 2012
National Medal 2™ Clasp due July 1, 2017
Life Membership Creswick Fire Brigade 2012
Volunteer Fire Brigade Victoria Gold Star 2016

Mark was a Life Member of the Creswick Football/Netball
Club, playing over two hundred games, which included
three Reserve premierships. He was a tireless worker for
the club, whether working as Secretary, umpire or on the
entry gate. He was deeply involved in promoting and
working with the children in the Auskick program. Mark
provided support and guidance to the committee for forty
years.
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100 Years Ago

Compiled by Creswick Museum

August 1, 1924

Allendale — The drains and footpaths of the town need
urgent municipal attention, and if heavy rain falls they will
become very sloppy for pedestrians who have occasion to
travel, particularly after nightfall. Many properties will run
the risk of being flooded unless clearance is made of many
of the water channels, which only receive spasmodic
attention.

August 5, 1924

A most successful ‘Working Bee” was held at the Creswick
State School forest reserve, near Calembeen park, on
Saturday afternoon last. The boys of the higher grades,
under the head teacher (Mr. Chas. W. Frost) had prepared
about 100 holes prior to the “bee”. The result of Saturday’s
work was that another 200 holes were sunk and about 600
trees planted.

August 8, 1924

When excavating for the foundations for the Fallen
Soldiers’” Memorial, which was to have been placed in
Cooper’s Reserve, it was found that it would be a far from
suitable site, the old creek bed being uncovered. At a
hurriedly convened meeting held on Wednesday night, it
was unanimously decided to erect the memorial on the
spot in Market Square where the gun recently stood near
the fountain.

August 12, 1924

Newlyn — For months past preparations have been going
on for a great event in the history of Newlyn, the opening
of a new hall. To raise funds to pay the cost of its erection,
a Queen Competition was held, three young ladies seeking
the honours. These were Miss Lyn McKinnon, Queen of
Agriculture; Miss Ada Grigg, the Diggers’ Queen; and Miss
Floris Yates, the Queen of Sport.

August 15, 1924

The leading positions in the contest for the most popular
player in the local football team, being conducted by
Creswick Pictures, were as follow up to Saturday night last:
- H. Gracie, 1; S. Rust, 2; R. Bowley, 3. At the conclusion of
the voting the ultimate winner will receive a handsome
gold locket.

August 19, 1924

It is intended to raise funds for the purpose of providing an
invalid’s chair for Mr. J. Ryan of North Creswick. Under the
auspices of the Young People’s Social Club and the A.L.P., a
long night dance will be held in the town hall on Thursday
night, 28™ inst. Tickets are 2/- for gentlemen and 1/- for
ladies.

August 22, 1924

Blampied Ugly Men’s Competition. In aid of the Creswick
and Daylesford Hospitals. A Grand ball will be held in the
Newlyn New Hall on Wednesday, 27" August, in aid of
Blampied’s Ugly Man (Mr. P. Rieniets). Rieniets Orchestra.
Admission — Gents, 3/-; Ladies, 1/-. Good Supper.

Alex Jeffrey, M. Rieniets, Joint Secs. Help us to help a good
cause.

August 26, 1924

Coming after the recent rains, the heavy fall yesterday
carried the creek running through the town to become
flooded late in the afternoon, and it overflowed its banks
on the North Creswick side of Davies' Bridge, running
through Mr. J. Featherstone’s property, and making a
miniature lake at the north end of Cambridge street; also
reaching the roadway near the culvert on the Clunes road,
north of the bridge. A portion of the roadway leading to
Bridge Street was scoured.

(In 1924 there was only one bridge across the creek at the
north end and this was Davies’ Bridge on the road to
Castlemaine.)

In 2018, the Hon Catherine King MP, along with the
great-grandnephews of William Grigg, planted a tree to
commemorate the centenary of the first planting of the
Shire of Creswick Avenue of Honour in Kingston. The
Centenary Tree now has a plaque telling its story
mounted on a large rock in front of it. The tree is located

It’s official! On 2 August
we opened 32 kilometres of Djuwang Baring {Creswick
Trails) five months ahead of schedule.

Together with our project partners DJAARA, land
management partners and our funding bodies (Regional
Development Victoria and Creswick Community Bank), we
are very proud to reach this major milestone. A special
thank you also goes to our friends at Daylesford Macedon
Tourism, Tourism Midwest Victoria, VOGA and Dirt Art for
their contributions and ongoing support.

When complete Djuwang Baring will be a 60-kilometre
network of mountain bike trails starting from the Hammon
Park Traithead, a 5 minute walk from the centre of Creswick.

Djuwang Baring will be a unique asset for our local
community. It will have a strong positive impact on tourism
and visitation, which in turn will provide strong returns to
local and regional businesses and tourism destinations.

Funding for Hammon Park and Djuwang Baring has been
provided by the State Government’s Regional Tourism
Infrastructure Fund ($4.66m) and Creswick Community
Bank (5250,000 for Hammaon Park) with Council funding the
remainder.
